· 3 stays in France of 6 months each, over a period of three-year including : 
· 3 return tickets to France (1 for each stay)
· Free Visa

· Free university basic registration fees

· Health insurance

· Living costs will can be covered by the Ghanaian University (for example by providing the full salary for lecturers, or personal resources*)
(*Selected candidates will have to provide proofs of revenues of a minimum of 770 Euros/month – about 3160 GHC/month – either provided by their Ghanaian university, a private source of funding, or personal revenues.)
