This dance piece Ajenuloo, 
bodily narrates the journey of life which very much 
like a riddle, are unexplainable acts embedded 
within our varied art forms. These myriad art 
forms speak to the multi dimensionalities of our 
cultures and the complexities it evokes as part of 
the aesthetics of the Ghanaian or African art form.
